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Taken from National 4-H documentation

All clothing shall be neat, clean, acceptable in repair and appearance, and shall be worn within the
bounds of decency and good taste as appropriate for 4-H events. Prohibited items include excessively
tight clothing, bare feet, hats, and caps (indoors), clothing that expose bare midri s, undergarments, or
that are transparent (see-through), articles of clothing that display profanity, products or slogans that
promote tobacco, alcohol, drugs, sex or in any other way suggestive or distracting. A delegation adult
chaperone may ask any individual to modify their clothing selection if standards of decencyin
appearance are not met.

Casual - While at Discovery Days, this will be the attire level.
Jeans, shorts, pants, skirts that fit appropriately

Shirts, sweaters, hoodies

Sportswear

Comfortable shoes/sandals (there is a lot of walking at Discovery Days, so tennis shoes are preferred)

do so as arecipient or host. So most of the attendees DO NOT need to bring Business Casual or
Professional attire.
